	Brief Description of Strategy

	Uses NY Times article “Literacy Debate: Online, R U Really Reading?” to address annotation skills for students. Any text source can also be used for this purpose.


	Why This Strategy Is Effective

	Supports students as active readers. Promotes critical thinking/analysis of text.

	Where to Use This Strategy

	Classroom modeling. Students can continue assignment online as homework at home.


	How to Use This Strategy

	Instructor models annotation of first page of text source/article.  Discussion follows.  Students are given remaining pages of text source to analyze independently at home or in small group classroom setting.  If additional modeling is required, instructor has flexibility to adjust as needed.


	Full Description of the Strategy

	Annotation of written text is a critical reading strategy for secondary students that will be utilized extensively in college coursework. In this strategy, it is important for the instructor to model annotation methods.  The web site provides a well-designed online model that is useful for instruction.  After modeling and discussing the annotation of the first page of a written text, the instructor assigns additional pages of the source to be completed as homework or in small groups during class.  The Greece ELA website provides examples of annotated/annolighted text to reinforce instruction. Teachers may also want to incorporate the included graphic organizers for students as they prepare to annotate/annolight text.
