	Assignment Three: Understanding Rhetorical Terms


	Brief Description of Strategy

	Students use “Rhetorical Appeals” and “Rhetorical Figures” to see how rhetoric is used in outside sources.


	Why This Strategy Is Effective

	Provides terminology necessary for rhetorical analysis as well as practice in rhetorical analysis. The ability to analyze the rhetoric of others is a prerequisite to students developing their own speeches.

	As a sequenced unit in ELA on Public Speaking, this strategy should be used as part of the sequenced unit in Public Speaking.


	How to Use This Strategy

	This strategy will employ group work, homework, and individual work.



	Full Description of the Strategy

	Rhetorical Analysis: Students use criteria found in "Persuasive Appeals" and "Rhetorical Figures" to analyze Martin Luther King's "I Have a Dream."  Through analysis of OP/ED pieces in local/regional/national newspaper using the criteria found in "'Branches of Oratory" students develop an understanding of the rhetorical implications of genre, and the intersections of oral and written communication. 

Formal Presentation: Students develop and give oral persuasive speeches in a specific topic; their speeches are assessed by their classmates using the criteria in Silva Rhetoricae

PUBLIC SPEAKING UNIT: A sequenced unit on public speaking and communication is provided here that uses the full range of on-line resources. This unit will implement all standards in the III. Speaking section of the ELA Standards. A brief description of the assignment that uses this resource is available below. The full description and sequence is available on the III. Speaking link.
ASSIGNMENT THREE: Students use “Rhetorical Appeals” and “Rhetorical Figures” to see how rhetoric is used in outside sources.
Homework 1: Students individually define and give examples from outside sources (newspapers, websites, magazines, novels, textbooks, radio, television) of five rhetorical figures

Group Work: In small groups students compare their rhetorical figures and rank each on effective use of the appeal.

Homework 2: Students individually define and give examples from outside sources of each of the three persuasive appeals.  Group Work: In small groups, students compare their examples, and rank each on effective use of the appeal.
